How to exchange heater units

We explain for HS-400 users. If you are a HS-401 user, these read-
justing below are unnecessary. Simply replace the heater.

Unscrew the heater mounting screw to remove the worn heater.
Procure a new heater unit. Measure its resistance value and make a
note of it before installing.

When replacing heaters, the DIP switches in the station should be
readjusted since each heater has an individual resistance value.

Set the DIP_switch A if the heater on the grip A was replaced, and
DIP switch B if the heater on the grip B was replaced.

Obtain the switch number which is corresponds to the heater re-
sistance value referring the chart below.

Set the set-switch to ON (ri8ht side/numbers indicated side) and the

other three set-switches to OFF (left side).
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Examine whether the heater reaches the proper temperature.
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
