Applicable tube:Stainless steel tube, copper tube
Applicable diameter of tube:3-32mme (1/8”"-11/4"@ )

Tube to be cut

Operation

The blade protrudes when the handle is
turned clockwise, and goes back when the
handle is turned counterclockwise.

Place the tube to be cut on the two rollers in
parallel as shown in the illustration. Allow
the blade to come in contact with the tube

Rollers turning the handle.

Turn the PIPE CUTTER around the tube to
the direction of the arrow as shown in the
illustration. Turn the handle gradually clock-
wise every rounding. The tube will be cut.
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Be sure to protrude the blade gradually. Otherwise, the
blade could be broken, and the tube could be
(damaged.

Flared end
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e When cutting flared end of the tube, engaging it
with the grooves of rollers reduces cutting loss.

K-203-11 Replacement blade for copper tube

Using K-203-11 is recommended when cutting copper

tubes. It cuts with minimum deformation to the outer
diameter and fewest burs because of its thinness.
